Carrickfergus Castle is an impressive Anglo-Norman castle, situated in the town of
Carrickfergus on the northern shore of Belfast Lough.

Besieged in turn by the Scots, Irish, English and French, the castle played an important
military role until 1928. It remains one of the best preserved medieval structures in
Ireland and has been an imposing monument on the Northern Ireland landscape
whether approached by land, sea or air, offering commanding views over Belfast Lough
and beyond.

A visit will give you the opportunity to experience more than 800 years of history
brought to life. Guided tours and self-guiding available. Guided tours last 45-60
minutes. Gift shop available to purchase a memento of your visit. No dogs permitted
except assistance dogs.

Dunluce Castle is a dramatic medieval ruin perched on the edge of the basalt cliffs of
the Causeway Coast.

Once the seat of the powerful MacQuillan and later the MacDonnell clans, the castle

has a rich and turbulent history marked by sieges, battles, and intrigue. Dating mainly

from the late Middle Ages, Dunluce became one of the most formidable strongholds

in Ulster. A visit to Dunluce Castle will immerse you in centuries of history and legend,
from tales of clan rivalry to stories of shipwrecks and lost settlements.

Glorious Gracehill

Join Shirley, an NI Blue Badge Tourist Guide, to experience a walking tour of Northern
Ireland’s first Conservation Area — Gracehill.

In 1759, the village of Gracehill was founded by the Moravian Church and it is still
beautifully preserved today, with the layout of the buildings and the unique Georgian
style of architecture remaining very much the same. The Moravian values called for
a community-based way of life. There was a village doctor, access to education, and
many houses had fresh running water.

Hear all about the village's history, what life was like here, and see the setting of this
unique village.

It also highlights the many other industries of the
wider Glens of Antrim, the marine legacy, beautiful scenery, cultural heritage, wildlife,
geology and natural resources. A visit to The Heritage Hub can be combined with a
guided walk around the coastal village of Carnlough lasting approx. 1.25 hours, subject
to pre-booking.

Gracehill, an award-winning Georgian village, founded by the Moravian church in
1759, was Northern Ireland’s first conservation area and uniquely is the only complete
Moravian settlement in Ireland.

Settlement tours with qualified local guides include a short, introductory DVD
presentation in the restored school room of the Old School building which dates from
1765. The museum room displays the history of the Gracehill settlement featuring
artefacts and lacework.

A gquided walk around the square allows visitors to experience the special atmosphere
and find out more about the history and architecture of the settlement, including
stories of those who lived there. The Old Shop, Gracehill's most recent restoration and
finally the church complete this fascinating view of the settlement’s history and the
influence of Moravian values up to the present day.

The burial ground and church remain central to the village, which was planned around
a gender axis, still clearly observable today. In “God'’s Acre” men were buried to the left
and women to the right of the central path, characteristic of Moravian burial grounds
around the world.

The US Rangers trained in extreme conditions and fought in some of the deadliest
battles in Europe to become one of WWII's most courageous and decorated units. It
remains the only US military unit ever founded on foreign soil.

Today the museum contains visually striking displays, never seen before artefacts and
photographs, as well as impressive uniforms and compelling film footage. The museum
aims to be a fitting tribute to the men who volunteered their services to this elite
fighting force, in Carrickfergus and beyond.
